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1. Map Configuration and View

This document describes how to use the new maprieavailable in firmware releases as of
2010_01_20 and newer. This will walk through howptoad and place discovered APs on a
building or floor plan of a site.

1.1. APs on a Map Configuration

Using the Wireless: Maps: Upload Manager the uaerupload a JPEG or GIF image of the site
or building floor plan. Figure 1-1 shows the WisdeMaps: Upload Manager screen. Click the
+ symbol to add a map image. Click Browse buttolotate the file and then click Upload.
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0nce a map is uploaded, APs can be assigned to the map then arranged on the map, Maximurn map dimensions S00 pixels high by 800 pixals wide.
The total size imit for all files is 2.50 MB.

Note in Figure 1-2 the filenames are sorted alpticddly. A total of 2.5 Mbytes of storage is
available for image files. The maximum dimensiamsd single map image are 500 pixels high
by 800 pixels wide.
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1.2. Assigning APs to a Map

Once a map is uploaded, APs can be assigned toapausing the Assign APs tab then arranged
on the map using the Arrange APs tab.

Use the Assign APs tab (shown in Figure 1-3to a&s8igs to a specific map. The APs are listed
in the first column; the second column is a dropddiat of maps. Simply select the appropriate
map for each AP.

Once all the APs have been assigned to a maptbkckave button to save the configuration.
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1.3. Arranging APs on the Map

Use the Arrange APs tab to arrange APs on theig@esd maps. The dropdown list is used to
select the map to arrange. Newly assigned APstacked in the upper-left corner of the map for

placement see Figure 1-4.

the name of the AP. Once the APs have been draggedir appropriate location on the map
click Save to save the locations to the configorafile.
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1.4. Monitoring AP Status

To monitor the APs use the Map View screen undeiSiatus menu.

The Status Map View screen displays a tab for eatihe uploaded maps. Clicking on the tab
will display the map and the status of the APshat map. Green indicates a heartbeat has been
received within the last 2 minutes. Yellow indicatbe AP is possibly down. Red indicates the
AP has been down for more than an hour. Grey inelican AP that is configured but has not
been reported since the Access Controller was Hobtevering over the AP displays the name
and a quick status in the status bar below the @kgking on the AP will bring up the AP
statistics window.
